As part of my position in 
Ocean Advertising I was 
working on a range of designs 
for Diamond Living. One of 
which was a brief to create a 
series of advertisements for 
‘House and Home’ magazine 
advertising their Natuzzi range. 
Natuzzi is designer, high-end, 
luxurious furniture. My aim 
was to put the focus onto the 
furniture, rather than trying to 
shout the message. I created 

a clean and stylish layout that 
emphasises the product. The 
use of subtle typography in 
conjunction with the stunning 
photography firstly highlights 
the Natuzzi range, and then the 
Diamond Living brand. There is 
just a small splash of Diamond 
Living’s brand crimson to give 
the whole page a lift, and 
a very clear message as to 
where the Natuzzi range is 
available to consumers.

For this project a 
letterhead, business card, 
brochure and in-house full 
height wall banners have been 
produced.

I was asked 
to create an A5 leaflet that 
both reflected these qualities, 
while also presenting a taster 
of each brand on offer.

The result is a double-sided 
tri-fold leaflet that uses 
crisp McNally black along 
with thick lines using each 
brands’ primary colour. 
In order to grab people’s 
attention the photography 
takes precedence over the 
information but I have used 
white space to then draw the 
eye towards the brandnames. 
The type is ultra-modern and 
sleek in appearance, which 
reflects the overall look and 
feel of the furniture.

The aim 
of the newsletter was to make 
people aware of the new 
hotel, and to encourage them 
to stay in the opening week. 

The layout that I created is 
dynamic while still feeling 
structured within a grid. The 
use of thick lines and coloured 
boxes intermittedly, moves 
the viewers interest from 
one section to another. By 
combining a sans serif with a 
slab serif you get a sense of 
classic luxury, coupled with 
minimalistic modernity.

In light of this I was asked 
to create a piece of POS in-
store which displayed many 
interesting facts about Kube 
and about Germany.

The existing POS in Kube is 
large, vibrant and humourous. 
I wanted to keep the piece 
light-hearted and big to 
grab peoples attention. The 
design is made up of large 
square mdf panels with 
alternating images and fun 
facts. The squares reflect the 
Kube logo. On top of these 
panels are speech bubbles 
with either a question or 
statement on them. The 
speech bubbles make it 
more personable and engage 
people passing by. Overall 
the design is informative, 
playful and stands out.

This 
was a challenging project as 
I came across many different 
obstacles. For instance, 
fitting in a huge amount of 
information without leaving 
white space, keeping within a 
strict grid, colour profiling for 
the newspaper and adapting 
the entire layout to fit on an 

A3 version to be given to local 
Opel dealers without losing 
any  of the information. I also 
designed the banner ads 
at the bottom of each page 
- each requiring their own 
unique style, while remaining 
in keeping with Opel brand 
attributes.
